The Indus Valley Civilisation was an ancient
civilisation located in what is now Pakistan and
northwest India. The civilisation developed on the
Inclus River floodplain around 5,000 years ago. The
Indus River starts high up in the Himaayan
Mountains and flows to the Arablan Sea.

A valley is a low area of land between hills of

mountains that Is shaped by a river. The Indus

Valley was shaped by the Indus River,

Harappa and Mohenjo-Daro were both Indus Valley cities. They started as riverside
farming villages. The land near a river is green and fertile, The first farmers lived by rivers so
that they could grow their crops. The Indus people used the rivet for drinking and washing
They got from one place to anothes by travelling In boats up the river. Carts were also used
for rravelling.

Harappa, Mohenjo-Daro and Dholavira were well planned cities. They had wide streets,
